We now have a significant number of children learning to play a
musical instrument.

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East Sussex County Council and the DFE have issued guidance for the request of holidays during
term time. This makes clear that it is highly undesirable for children to take leave of absence for
the purpose of a family holiday and the law does not grant parents the automatic right to take their
child out of school during term time. Any requests for a holiday must always be made on a form
available from the school office at least 14 days before the start of the holiday. Holidays taken in
term time will be marked as unauthorised unless there are exceptional circumstances and if par-
ents/carers make a request, returning the form does not guarantee that the holiday will be ap-
proved. In the case of unauthorised holiday, the Behaviour and Attendance service will be noti-
fied of the holiday taken and a penalty notice may well be issued.

May I remind you also that children should not be picked up early unless there is a very good rea-
son, as it is not helpful to their learning if they miss sections of work in the curriculum.

HEADLICE

Unfortunately headlice are a regular occurrence in schools, however if
we are all vigilant we can stop them spreading. The easiest way of de-
tecting any lice and dealing with this problem is by washing the hair, us-
ing a conditioner and then comb through with a wide toothed comb.
Once the comb moves easily through the hair switch to a fine tooth
comb. (Special combs are available from the school office.) Check the
comb after each stroke as you work through the hair section by section.
Then rinse out the conditioner and repeat the combing procedure with
wet hair. This can be undertaken on a regular basis—eg at routine hair
washing sessions—to detect the presence of lice before they can
spread. Check all family members at the same time. If lice are found
you will need to repeat the above process four times over 2 weeks or
you can buy specialist lotions from the chemist, but again you must treat
the whole family.
